9. Click View Label.

10. Zoom to 400%.

b. What does Ivomec control in general? Ivermectin sensitive strains of internal parasites, nasal bot and itchmite.
c. What is the active ingredient? Ivermectin.

d. Name 4 types of worm controlled by Ivomec. Barber’s pole worm, black scour worm, small brown stomach worm, large lungworm etc
e. Ivomec must be administered orally. What does this mean? It must be given into the mouth of the sheep.

f. What is the rule for dosing (treating) a mob of sheep? Treat the mob according to the weight of the heaviest animal in the group.
g. How much drench is given to each sheep per 10kg of bodyweight? 2.5 mls.
