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Stage 5 Agricultural Technology: Plant nursery production 

Air layering

Materials:

Sphagnum or peat moss (moistened)

Plastic sheet (dark coloured)

Grafting tape or string

Grafting knife

Secateurs

Suitable plant to be propagated

Plant hormone powder (gel)

Methods:

1.
Use the secateurs to clear any leaves or small stems on a section about 20 to 30 cm long.

2.
Use the grafting knife to remove a small piece of bark in this area.

3.
Rub a small amount of plant hormone powder (gel) onto the wound.

4.
Surround the stem with moist sphagnum or peat moss.

5.
Completely wrap the moss with plastic sheet, to completely seal it.

6. Tie the ends with string or grafting tape. See figure 1.
