Revise the correct shape for a fruit tree.

2.
Make sure you can recognise fruit buds.

3.
The correct way to make pruning cuts are:
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Correct (left) and incorrect pruning cuts (i), (ii) and (iii)

Practice these cuts on the poplar trees first.

4.
Work out where your tree needs to be pruned (don’t forget the bigger branches) and tie string on the branches.
5.
Check your work with your teacher then prune the tree using secateurs and a pruning saw.
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
