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Pruning: The correct shape

	The desired shape for a pruned fruit three is an ‘open vase’ shape, which allows for easy picking and spraying.

Branches are pruned for these reasons:

1. To remove any diseased or injured wood.

2. To remove any crossed-over branches.

3. To remove branches which are high.
4. To remove branches to maintain ‘vase’ shape.
