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Rationale for the assessment plan
· The assessment plan shows the timing of assessment. It provides the student and the teacher with a chronological set-up of the assessment scheme, the task number and the unit of work the task relates to. It also shows all the tasks that provide the basis for reporting to parents in that reporting period.

· The challenge was to create one worksheet that provides all relevant information for students and parents so they can monitor their learning sequence. The information included: year, term, week, unit title, check points, brief description of assessment activity and reporting periods.

· Students who join the school during the year or go on holidays during the school year can monitor their learning and help them catch up on missed work.

· Each assessment task has a focus outcome tagged to it and shows the link to the relevant reporting statement and the report in which the assessment will be acknowledged.

· Extra columns could be added to the table to include other relevant information when required.

· The times or dates when the assessment task is due is referred to as a check point.

· Students can easily plan their learning to meet the timelines.

· Each assessment activity is strategically positioned to blend into the learning experiences for the unit of work being studied.

· The mark book is an MS Excel worksheet where students’ performance on each unit is recorded against the outcomes being assessed in that particular unit. For example, outcome 5.1.1 will be assessed in Units 1, 2 and 5.

· The students’ level of attainment is recorded as D, C or E (developing, competent or excellence).
· Over time this recording shows whether a student is improving on his/her capability in an outcome. Note that not all outcomes are assessed more than once.
· Colours could be used to fill in the appropriate space in the mark book which when completed will show a pictorial representation of the student’s progress or the lack of it.

· The teacher will draw off information from the mark book to complete the report for that reporting period.

· The table on the next page shows the frequency of assessment for each outcome:

· Note outcomes 5.6.2 and 5.6.3 scheduled for assessment at the completion of Unit 5 in Year 10 is for guidance only. Reports would be decided by then. However, partial achievement will be considered when deciding final grades.

· The last assessment activity in Year 9 will be included in the half year report for Year 10.
