Reflective activity

Suggestions for using the Employment Related Skills Logbook
1. Produce a sheet containing the following grid from the Employment Related Skills Logbook.

Distribute the sheet/s at the beginning of every unit of work. At the conclusion of the unit of work, the official Employment Related Skills Logbook can be completed.

2.
Students can use the Employment Related Skills Logbook to predict end of the unit of work, after the teacher builds the field, during the introduction to the unit of work. Students will record their predictions and use them to cross check with their logbook entries at the end of the unit. This activity encourages students to think about their learning and how it links to the world of work.

3.
If activities completed during a lesson do not explicitly address the Employment Related Skills Logbook, then students can complete a learning log. A learning log is the student’s written thoughts about the learning they were involved in. Ask students to record the employment related skills they learnt in that lesson. The learning log is a teaching strategy that:

· helps students explain what they have learned

· develops the process of thought for students

· reinforces learning through language in a written form

· encourages students to write regularly.

Alternatively, the learning log can be completed in the last five minutes of every lesson and can then be used to complete the grid from the Employment Related Skills Logbook (pasted in the student’s workbook) on a weekly basis. It could also be used for:

· a forum for sharing

· stimulation for discussion.

To assist students in completing their learning log:

· discuss the lesson or an aspect of the work/activity before student  write

· give students questions to direct their writing

· write keywords/concepts on the board.
