Project requirements
This fabrication project combines skills learnt in previous projects and will introduce you to welding and basic fitting and machining techniques. You will also be introduced to standards and production techniques used in industry.

You will produce a Fishing Rod Holder and document the process in a project report.

Criteria
In this task you will be expected to:

· apply safe work practices in the production of your project
· produce a quality project
· create a project report which includes:

–
Freehand sketches of the product.

–
A safe operating procedure (SOP) for the drill press.

Your SOP must clearly outline the steps you need to undertake to safely operate the equipment.

–
A work method statement (WMS) for the lathe operations.

Your WMS must include a clear and sequential description of the processes and procedures used in the machining component of your fishing rod holder.  It must also highlight any potential hazards and their appropriate control measures.

–
A cutting list developed using a spreadsheet program.

–
A production flowchart for the fishing rod holder indicating inputs, outputs and processes involved. Using your production flowchart you need to highlight and discuss potential impacts on society and the environment created through the production and use of your fishing rod holder.
