Task statement 

Design brief 

Design, plan and create an electronic recipe web page that promotes healthy eating for teenagers. Publish this recipe book on the schools intranet site for other students to comment upon.
As part of the research for the design project, students will undertake a series of food technology tasks to generate images and recipes for their recipe web page. Media technologies (digital cameras) will be used to capture images of the completed healthy foods and these will be downloaded into the designed web page. Students will create the web page using Microsoft FrontPage or Publisher. These web pages will be published onto the schools intranet site so that other students can view them. Additionally, the recipe web page will be transferred to CD-ROM for the students to take home after assessment.

Hand-generated design folio work will be used to monitor and record progress throughout the design project.

· Peer assessment of recipe pages on the school intranet.
