HD   Students at this level are working at a very high level with, and beyond, the outcomes for the stage. They demonstrate an extensive understanding of the processes used by designers and themselves when designing, producing and evaluating in response to needs and opportunities. They identify innovation and emerging technologies and explain their impact on society and the environment. They conduct research and experimentation, and generate and effectively communicate creative design ideas and solutions. They are highly proficient in the safe and responsible use of a broad range of appropriate tools, materials and techniques when developing high quality design projects. They use appropriate techniques to evaluate each stage of the design process in the development of their design projects.
C       Students at this level are working at a high level with the outcomes for the stage. They demonstrate an understanding of the processes used by designers and themselves when designing, producing and evaluating in response to needs and opportunities. They identify innovation and emerging technologies and explain their impact on society and the environment. They conduct research and safe and responsible use of a range of appropriate tools, materials and techniques when developing quality design projects. They apply management processes to ensure successful completion of design projects.
D      Students at this level are working at a satisfactory level with outcomes for the stage. They demonstrate a satisfactory understanding of the processes used by designers and themselves when designing, producing and evaluating in response to needs and opportunities. They identify innovation and emerging technologies and describe their impact on society and the environment. They conduct, with guidance, research and experimentation and generate and communicate basic design ideas and solutions. They demonstrate limited proficiency in safe and responsible use of a limited range of appropriate tools, materials and techniques when developing design projects. With guidance, they use techniques to evaluate some aspects of their design.
E    Students at this level are progressing towards the outcome for the stage. They show evidence of engaging with some aspects of the stage 4 Technology (Mandatory) outcomes. With teacher support, they demonstrate an elementary knowledge and understanding of course content and limited proficiency in some of the processes and skills expected for the stage. Consolidation of the knowledge, understanding and skills that underpin the learning for this stage is required for continued progress.
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
