
Chicken brooder: Project rationale

Where this project fits into Technology (Mandatory) at Richmond High School

Technology (Mandatory) at Richmond High School is studied for seven periods (50 minutes duration) in year 7 and in year 8. The students study three periods for one semester in year 7 in an agricultural specialisation and four periods for one semester in year 8.

Year 7 studies the Products area of study and design specialisation of agricultural product design. The technology-specific content is plant production technologies. In this project the students design and grow a vegetable garden, and also extend this to designing a garden for home. 

In year 8 the project is in the area of study Built Environments and the design specialisation structural design the technology-specific content is animal production technologies. The workbook and PowerPoint relate to this project.

Students research the needs of young chickens, and then use that information to design the components of a brooder. Each group produces a brooder (including water and feed containers). The test for the brooder is for students to grow a group of day old chickens. The design is then evaluated at the conclusion of the project.
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
