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Tips for teachers teaching the Lights out unit
About this unit
This is an existing unit that was rewritten and modified to suit the new Technology (Mandatory) syllabus. The unit focuses on product design in the specialisation of industrial design. The technology that it focuses on is Metals.
At Wagga Wagga High School (WWHS) units run over 13 weeks in year 8 and students will study three different units throughout the year.

This is a unit that can be made as simplistic or comprehensive as the teacher wishes. This makes the unit very versatile and it can be modified to suit a variety of school situations and teacher abilities.
About the research task
In writing the task I have aimed to keep the links to the design unit interchangeable. I feel in doing this it may be modified and utilised in relation to a variety of different design units and specialisations by simply changing a few words throughout the task.
It is intended that students will be given class time to complete the case study but will need to complete some work at home to completely satisfy the assessment criteria.

Students will be given guidance during class time and demonstrations will be conducted if they are required to enhance the students’ skills in navigating the site and obtaining the required information.
Options for presentation
The unit has been developed for use at WWHS where each class is timetabled into a computer lab for one period per week. It is intended that this time and these resources will be utilised to present and complete the task.
