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Assessment task rationale

These assessment tasks are the major tasks associated with Year 9 Unit 3: Sea and sand of the 200-hour Textiles Technology course. The course plan includes a brief overview of the tasks so that teachers have an indication of the scope and nature of the tasks. 

The Practice of Textile Designers is the introductory topic in this unit. It sets the scene for the students by providing clear evidence and examples of textile art designers who develop their work through creative design processes. The assessment tasks would be distributed to students during consecutive lessons to ensure that students see the link between the course content and their tasks. It also provides the opportunity for valid discussions to take place concerning the scope and nature of the tasks; between teacher and students, and within small student groups.

The assessment tasks are related as they focus upon project work. The first task outlines the specifications, marking criteria and marks allocated for the textile item, whilst the second task outlines the activities and procedures necessary for developing and documenting the digital folio, as well as the marking criteria and marks allocation. 

The use of bold sub-headings serves a purpose; it indicates a correlation between the task and marking criteria, so that students can clearly see what they do and how well they do it, is related. Reporting statements are indicated above the relevant marking criteria only. This has been done to maintain clarity in the task description for students and to hopefully indicate a link between student feedback and reporting processes. Condensed student mark sheets were designed for the teacher, to clearly and efficiently provide feedback to students. 

To support the development of skills in evaluation processes, a mark sheet has been developed for peer evaluation. A simpler and smaller version could be used in class, during the evaluation activity.
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
