	Unit overview
Focus Area: Apparel

Project work: Design, produce and evaluate an apparel item suitable for nightwear.

Textile items may include: pyjamas, lingerie, underwear 

Student documentation is based on design specifications and a marketing strategy suitable for e-commerce.

· interpret, modify and use commercial patterns and/or produce simple patterns for a textile item

· calculate quantity and cost of requirements for a textile item

· plan and document a procedure for the construction of a textile item using a word-processing application

· select and safely use textile equipment to construct a quality textile item

· experiment with, select and use techniques to ensure quality textile items

· identify fabric structure(s) using appropriate technology

· recognise and name fabric(s) used in textile items

· identify the yarn structure used in textile items

· describe how fabric, yarn and fibre properties contribute to the performance of textile items

· sketch and label design features

· identify techniques of manufacture of textile items

· identify the labelling requirements of a range of textile items

· design and produce a product label for textile items produced in project work

· establish criteria for evaluation of a textiles item

· evaluate the textile items during designing and producing using techniques such as self-evaluation, peer evaluation

· use feedback from evaluation to modify project work and ensure a quality result

 
	Student and teacher discussion of: expectations, course requirements and assessment.
Teacher reviews course terminology: focus areas, areas of study, project work including textile item and documentation.

Students view and describe design features of pyjama and sleepwear styles from videos such as The Great Gatsby, Grease …

Students work in groups using BROW (brainstorm, read, organise, write) process to research a decade of the 20th Century. Refer to Ridgewell, T.,  Textiles & Design and www.vintageblues.com/history1.htm  

a. Identify design features, fabrics, colours, trims for pyjamas/ sleepwear/nightwear.
b. Describe technological developments, social events and circumstances. 

c. Identify and illustrate design features found in contemporary designs.
Each group presents research to class. The teacher will provide oral feedback to each student group on their historical perspective study.

Students brainstorm females, males and technological developments significant in textile history. Class discussion of contributions. Students provided with scaffold to write a narrative for one person/development.
The teacher will provide written feedback to each student on their narrative.

Students examine and analyse web sites for textile designer, e.g.

Class discussion including:

· Various designers and their textile applications.
· Identification of historical, cultural and/or contemporary sources of inspiration used by designers.
· Revision of elements of design.
· Description of elements of design evident in designer’s work.
· Profiling creative processes used by designer.
· Explanation of factors affecting the design of one item.
· Identification of features of design evident in construction.  

Students complete worksheet questions related to web site research.

The teacher will provide written feedback to students on their apparel designer activity.  

Students create mind maps of possible design features identified in nightwear / using knit fabrics. Inspiration software may be selected to complete this activity.

Students examine and analyse three web sites according to factors that affect consumer demand, selection and use of textiles.

Students compare data using Venn diagram.
The teacher will provide oral feedback to students on their comparison of marketing strategies. 

Students and teacher discuss outline of project work – textile item using knit fabric and documentation. 

Students and teacher establish criteria for progressive evaluation of completed textile item – self, peer and teacher evaluation.

Students create a collage of nightwear apparel textile items.

The production of the textile item will be carried out for approximately nine weeks as indicated on the synopsis page.

Students create a mind map of possible design features, methods of colouration and decoration.

Students carry out experiments, beading, printing, shirring, piping … Document, compare and analyse results.

Students create a mind map of possible sources of inspiration.
Students research inspiration ideas for Stargazing textile item: collect, analyse and creatively document.

Students examine techniques used to generate creative ideas: thumbnail sketches, collage or montage using fashion magazine pictures. 

Students complete a visual and graphical presentation of design ideas, e.g. fashion drawing with rendering, scanned and manipulated images, digital images and collage, including borders and text.

Class revision, discussion and demonstration:

· how to use information on commercial pattern envelope

· pattern markings

· pattern modifications

· laying out patterns for knit fabrics

· transferring pattern information onto fabric

· how to use information on instruction sheet.
Students note fabric requirements and notions, purchase materials and itemise total cost.

Students are provided with a procedural text scaffold to assist them in documenting the construction steps required to make their sleepwear.

Students review safety rules and procedures for using textile related equipment: sewing machine, overlocker, iron/press, specialised equipment required for applying colour and decoration

Students construct samples of techniques including seams, seam finishes and hems that are appropriate for their knit fabric, apparel textile item. Compare and analyse results.  

Students examine and select appropriate colouration and decoration techniques, construction and closures as required for textile item.

The teacher will provide constant oral feedback to students during the production process.

Students brainstorm list of apparel items made from knit fabrics.

Students examine a variety of knit fabrics to identify similarities and differences, predict a method of classifying fabrics. Tabulate results and label using common names, e.g. jersey/plain knit, rib knit, interlock, sweatshirt fleece, polar fleece, tricot knits, pile knits.
The teacher will provide written feedback to students on their fabric study.

Students examine a variety of fabrics and their yarns. Brainstorm a list of descriptive words appropriate for yarns. 

Students observe video of yarn manufacture process. Class discussion and note taking on structure and properties of staple spun and filament yarns. The teacher will provide written feedback to students on their yarn study.

Students create a mind map of possible functional performance properties and aesthetic aspects required for their textile item, then carry out experiments to research four relevant properties/aspects, e.g. heat sensitivity, flammability, lustre, handle.
Students create a summary of properties, from research and experimentation that relate to the care and use of the textile item.  

The teacher will provide written feedback to students on their experimentation of functional and aesthetic properties.

Students create manufacturing specifications suitable for a web site including photograph, labelled production drawing, list of manufacturing techniques, labelled fabric swatches, cost. Additional information could include promotion strategy, care information.
The teacher will provide written feedback to students on their manufacturing specifications/marketing strategies.

Students examine and compare information provided on nightwear product labels. Class discussion.

Students research legal requirements for the labelling of children’s nightwear. 

Students design and create a computer generated product label and care label suitable for textile item.


The teacher will give written feedback to students on their labels. 

Students will complete an oral self evaluation upon the completion of their textile item, referring to the criteria for evaluation that was discussed during initial project stages.

The teacher will provide written feedback to students on the completion of their project work – textile item and student documentation.
