First aid

In the event of an accident, first aid is vital to control the effects of an injury while awaiting further medical assistance if necessary.

The St John Ambulance organisation often attends community events to administer first aid when required and their web site describes important procedures to follow for a range of injuries and emergencies.

In a workshop the types of injuries that can occur involve:

· cuts and bleeding

· burns

· eye injuries

· shock or poisoning.

The teacher is the person responsible for attending to injuries and seeking further assistance and students must assist the teacher to minimise further injuries.
