LADDER USE
A copy of this memorandum should be provided to all school General Assistants and staff supervising General Assistants in schools or other DET facilities.
A General Assistant (GA) sustained a serious injury in a recent incident using an extension ladder while trimming trees.

Principals and workplace managers are advised that General Assistants are not to undertake work where they are positioned with feet at heights above 2 metres.  This includes simple activities such as retrieving balls from roofs.  Work activities that require working above this height are the responsibility of DET maintenance or other contractors.  For information concerning the contractors’ responsibility contact the Properties Service Officer.

Working above 2 metres is subject to special laws and equipment.
